A LOCAL LAW AMENDING LOCAL LAW NO. 5-1998 RELATIVE TO PARTIAL EXEMPTION 
FROM REAL PROPERTY TAXES FOR PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES WHOSE INCOMES ARE 


LIMITED BY REASON OF SUCH DISABILTIES 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. By Local Law No. 5-1998, this Legislature authorized a partial exemption from real 
property taxes for persons with disabilities whose incomes are limited by reason of such disabilities, in 
accordance with Real Property Tax Law Section 459-c. 


Section 2. New York Real Property Tax Law Section 459-c has been amended to authorize·' 
municipalities to increase the maximum income eligibility levels for the exemption for persons with 
disabilities from its current level to $28,900.00 in accordance with the following schedule: 


EXEMPTION INCOME LIMITS: 
50% $20,500.00 
45% $21,500.00 
40% $22,500.00 
35% $23,500.00 
30% $24,400.00 
25% $25,300.00 
20% $26,200.00 
15% $27,100.00 
10% $28,000.00 
5% $28,900.00 


Section 3. Local Law No. 5-19998 is hereby amended to establish the income eligibility levels for 
the exemption for persons with disabilities at the maximum amounts authorized by Real Property Tax Law 
Section 459-c as described in Section 2 of this Local Law. 


Section 4. This Local Law shall take effect in accordance with Section 20 and 21 of the Municipal 
Home Rule Law.

LOCAL LAW RENAMING THE ONONDAGA COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF DRAINAGE AND 
SANITATION AS THE ONONDAGA COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF WATER ENVIRONMENT 


PROTECTION AND AMENDING ARTICLE XXII OF THE ONONDAGA COUNTY 
ADMINISTRATIVE CODE TO PROVIDE FOR SAID DEPARTMENT OF WATER ENVIRONMENT 


PROTECTION 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF ONONDAGA, 
NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. Purpose and Intent. 


The purpose, of this local law is to rename the Onondaga County Department of Drainage and 
Sanitation as the Department of Water Environment Protection and to amend Article XXII of the 
Onondaga County Administrative Code to provide for said Department of Water Environment Protection. 


Section 2. The Onondaga County Administrative Code1 being Local Law No. 1 of 1975, as 
amended, hereby is further amended to strike Article XXII and substitute the following: 


ARTICLE XXII 
DEPARTMENT OF WATER ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION 


Section 
22.01. Department of Water Environment Protection; Commissioner; Appointment; 
Qualifications; Term. 


22.02. Commissioner of Water Environment Protection; Powers and Duties. 


22.03. Departmental Divisions and Units; Deputy Commissioners of Water Environment 
Protection and Staff; Appointment; Revocation. 


22.04. Acting Commissioner of Water Environment Protection. 


22.05. Commissioner's Bond. 


Section 22.0 1. DEPARTMENT OF WATER ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION; COMMISSIONER; 
APPOINTMENT; QUALIFICATIONS; TERM. 


There shall be a Department of Water Environment Protection under the direction of a 
Commissioner of Water Environment Protection, who shall be appointed by the County Executive, 
subject to the approval of the County Legislature. At the time of appointment, the Commissioner shall be 
a licensed professional engineer. The Commissioner shall be appointed on the basis of this and such other 
qualifications, including administrative experience, as may be possessed for the responsibilities of the 
office. The Commissioner shall be directly responsible to, and serve at the pleasure of, the County 
Executive. 


Section 22.02. COMMISSIONER OF WATER ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION; POWERS AND 
DUTIES. 


Except as may other\vise be provided in the Charter or this Code, the Commissioner of Water 
Environment Protection shall: 


(a) have each and every power and duty in relation to County facilities for drainage, flood 
control, sanitation, sewerage or water supply as was heretofore given the Onondaga Public Works 
Commission in Chapter ·568 of the Laws of 1933 as amended; 


(b) be responsible, within contractual or other appropriate limitations, for the operation, 
mai.nte~ance, supervision, repair and custodial care of all County drainage, flood control, watershed, 
samtat10n, sewage, water pollution control and abatement facilities, pumping station, trunk and lateral 
sewer systems and other related facilities and systems; 


(c) employ, within appropriations therefor, such engineering, architectural technical or other 
assistance, and incur such expenses, as may be necessary in the performance of the duties of the office 
subject to the approval of the County Executive; ' 







(d) assist all units of County government, when requested, in the preparation and development 
of information for their respective capital projects requests; 


(e) authorize, within appropriations therefor, the rental by the County of such machinery, tools, 
equipment and implements as may be deemed appropriate in the discharge of the responsibilities of the 
office, subject to the approval of the County Executive; 


(f) authorize the rental by local governments, public corporations, agencies or otherwise, or 
combinations thereof, with or without operators, of any departmental machinery, tools, equipment and 
implements as may be deemed appropriate; and 


(g) have all the powers and perform all the duties now or hereafter conferred or imposed by 
law, together with such other and related duties as may be required by the County Executive. 


Section 22.03. DEPARTMENTAL DIVISIONS AND UNITS; DEPUTY COMMISSIONERS OF 
WATER ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION AND STAFF; APPOINTMENT; REVOCATION. 


The Commissioner of Water Environment Protection may, within appropriations therefor, create 
such divisions or units within the Department as may be deemed appropriate from time to time in the 
performance of the powers and duties of the office. In addition, the Commissioner may appoint such 
Deputy Commissioners of Water Environment Protection, assistants and employees ofthe Department as 
shall be authorized by the County Legislature. Each such appointee shall be directly responsible to, and, 
unless otherwise required by law, serve at the pleasure of, the Commissioner. Appointments, and 
revocations thereof, shall be in writing and reported to the Commissioner of Personnel. 


Section 22.04. ACTING COMMISSIONER OF WATER ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION. 


The Commissioner of Water Environment Protection, subject to the approval of the County 
Executive, shall designate in writing a line of succession to the office of Acting Commissioner of Water 
Environment Protection in the event of absence from the County or inability to perform and exercise the 
powers and duties of the office. Such designation shall be filed with the County Clerk and the Clerk of 
the County Legislature and may be revoked at anytime by the Commissioner filing a new written 
designation. The Acting Commissioner shall have all the powers and perform all the duties of the 
Commissioner during the period of succession or until a ne.w Commissioner shall be appointed pursuant 
to law and shall qualify to assume that office. 


Section22.05. COMMISSIONER'S BOND. 


The Commissioner of Water Environment Protection, and each of the deputies, assistants and 
employees as the County Legislature may require, shall execute and give a surety bond or official 
undertaking to the County in a sum fixed by the County Legislature conditioned upon the faithful 
performance of the duties of the office. Such bond shall be approved as to sufficiency by the County 
Executive and as to form by the County Attorney and shall be filed with the County Clerk. It shall be a 
charge upon the County. 


Section 3. Article XXII of the Onondaga County Administrative Code hereby is amended to 
abolish the Onondaga County Department of Drainage and Sanitation and to create an Onondaga County 
Department of Water Environment Protection. All ofthe powers and duties heretofore and formerly had 
by the Onondaga County Commissioner of Drainage and Sanitation hereby are transferred to the 
Onondaga County Commissioner of Water Environment Protection 


Section 4. Except as may otherwise be required by law, all existing laws, ordinances, legalizing 
acts and resolutions of the County shall remain operative except where inconsistent with this local law. 
Whenever the term "Commissioner of Drainage and Sanitation" is referred to in any law, rule, regulation 
or resolution, that term shall be deemed to mean and refer to the Onondaga County Commissioner of 
Water Environment Protection. 


Section 5. If any clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this local law shall be adjudged by 
any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such adjudication shall not affect, impair or invalidate 
the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph or section 
thereof directly involved in the proceeding in which such adjudication shall have been rendered. 


Section 6. Effective Date. This local law shall be filed with the Secretary of State pursuant to 
the New York Municipal Home Rule Law and shall take effect January 1, 2002.

A LOCAL LAW AMENDING LOCAL LAW NO. 6-1997 TO EXPAND AN EMPIRE ZONE. 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. By Local Law No. 6-1997 this Legislature authorized an application for the 
designation of an Economic Development Zone relative to certain land within Onondaga County. 


Section 2. That the County of Onondaga has received Economic Development Zone approval 
from New York State. 


Section 3. By Local Law No. 2-1999, adopted on December 21, 1998, the Economic 
Development Zone was expanded. 


Section 4. By Local Law No. 12-1999, adopted on December 20, 1999, the Economic 
Development Zone was expanded a second time. 


Section 5. By Local Law No. 3-2001, adopted February 5, 2001, the Economic Development 
Zone, now known as the Empire Zone, was expanded a third time. 


Section 6. It is the desire of this Legislature to authorize an application to expand the Empire 
Zone, to include 70.2 acres located in the Towns of Camillus, Cicero, Clay, DeWitt, Salina, Skaneateles 
and the Village of Solvay. 


Section 7. The County of Onondaga is hereby authorized to submit an application to expand the 
Economic Development Zone to include the properties described in Section 8 of this Local Law. 


Section 8. The boundary of the Economic Development Zone (now Empire Zone) as described 
in Local Law No. 6-1997, Local Law No. 2-1999, Local Law 12-1999 and Local Law 3-2001 shall be 
expanded to include the properties generally described as follows: 


#1 CAMILLUS MALL 


ALL THAT TRACT OR PARCEL OF LAND situate in Farm Lots 35,36 and 50, in the Town of 
Camillus, County of Onondaga, State ofNew York, as shown on a map entitled, "Camillus Plaza, Empire

BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, New York, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. The County of Onondaga is the owner of two, three (3) bedroom, wood frame, 
residential dwellings lmown as Staff House No. 1 and Staff House No. 2, located in the Van Duyn "S" 
Complex at 5025 and 5031 West Seneca Turnpike, Town of Onondaga. 


Section 2. By Local Law No. 11-92, this Legislature authorized the lease of Staff House No. 1 
to the Disabled American Veterans to effectuate the Homeless Veterans Program. The purpose of this 
local law is to extend the time period for the lease of Staff House No. I and to authorize the lease of Staff 
House No. 2 to the Disabled American Veterans to further effectuate the Homeless Veterans Program. 


Section 3. The Disabled American Veterans has agreed to make all necessary repairs to the 
property, remodel and rehabilitate the property, and provide for the general upkeep of the property in lieu 
of rent, which services are fair and reasonable consideration for this lease. 


Section 4. The properties are not currently needed for County purposes pursuant to Section 215 
of the County Law. 


Section 5. The County Executive is hereby authorized to execute a lease with the Disabled 
American Veterans for the dwellings known as Staff House No. I and Staff House No.2, located at Van 
Duyn "S" Complex, 5025 and 5031 West Seneca Turnpike, Town of Onondaga, for a term not to exceed 
five (5) years for the Homeless Veterans Program. 


Section 6. This Local Law shall take effect in accordance with Sections 20, 21 and 24 of the 
Municipal Home Rule Law. 
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LOCAL LAW NO. 2 2001 


A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING THE IRREVOCABLE PAYMENT TO THE CITY OF SYRACUSE 
OF AN ANNUAL PAYMENT BASED UPON A FORMULA EQUIVALENT TO THIRTY PERCENT 


OF THE LOCAL SALES AND COMPENSATING USE TAX REVENUES GENERA TED 
ANNUALLY FROM CAROUSEL EXPANSION AND AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY EXECUTIVE 


TO EXECUTE A PAYMENT AGREEMENT FOR A LIMITED TERM 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, New York, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. Pyramid Company of Onondaga ("Company") (as defined in City of Syracuse 
Ordinance No.(Sj)-2000, consisting of the Ordinance, Exhibit A, Glossary and Schedules 1, 2, 3, and 4, 
filed with the Clerk of this Legislature on January 12, 2001, herein referred to as Reference Document 
No. 1 ), is proposing a major expansion to the enclosed shopping center known as Existing Carousel 
Center (as defined in Reference Document No. 1, Glossary and Schedules) and wishes to enter into one or 
more payment in lieu of tax (PILOT) agreements (as defined in Reference Document No. 1, Glossary and 
Schedules) with the City of Syracuse Industrial Development Agency (SIDA) and the City of Syracuse 
(City) regarding same. 


Section 2. Pursuant to General Municipal Law Section 858, the City of Syracuse and the County 
of Onondaga must agree to the allocation of PILOT Payments (as defined in Reference Document No. 1) 
and the anticipated allocation will result in a reduction of PILOT revenues to the City of Syracuse and the 
County of Onondaga. 


Section 3. This County Legislature finds that the Carousel Expansion (as defined in Reference 
Document No. 1), will benefit the community, and the County wishes to assist the City by providing 
additional revenues to the City. 


Section 4. To facilitate the economic development and public benefits to be generated by the 
Carousel Expansion, the City and the County desire, pursuant to the New York State General Municipal 
Law, to enter into an agreement (Payment Agreement) a copy of which was filed with the Clerk of this 
Legislature on January 12, 2001 and is herein referred to as Reference Document No. 3. Said Payment 
Agreement requires the County, upon compliance with terms and conditions set forth therein, to remit 
annually from County general funds to the City a sum based upon a formula equivalent to thirty percent 
of the local sales and compensating use tax revenues generated annually from the Carousel Expansion for 
a term not to exceed ten years. 


Section 5. This Legislature hereby finds and determines that taking steps to achieve the 
economic development and increased tourism associated with the Carousel Expansion is in the best 
interests of the County and constitutes a County purpose. 


Section 6. The County hereby irrevocably authorizes the annual payment to the City of a sum 
based upon a formula equivalent to thirty percent of the local sales and compensating use tax revenues 
generated annually from the Carousel Expansion upon the terms and conditions set forth in said Payment 
Agreement, and the Onondaga County Executive hereby is authorized to enter into said Payment 
Agreement, filed with the Clerk on January 12, 2001, for a period as provided for by law, but not to 
exceed ten ( 1 0) years. 


Section 7. The execution and delivery of the Payment Agreement shall be contingent upon the 
following tenns and conditions: 


(a). The adoption by the City of Syracuse of an ordinance agreeing to the allocation of any 
payment in lieu of tax from the Existing Carousel Center and any expansion thereof pursuant to the terms 
of Reference Document No. 1; and 


(b). Execution and Delivery by the City of Syracuse, SID A, and Company of a PILOT 
Agreement in connection with the issuance of the 2000 SID A Bonds pursuant to the terms set forth in 
Reference Document No. 1, Glossary and Schedules; and 


(c). Written representation by SIDA and the City (which for the City shall be in the form of the 
executed and delivered Payment Agreement) that neither SIDA nor the City will sell, pledge, assign, use 
as collateral nor_ othe~ise transfer the County's commitments under the Payment Agreement, which 
Agreement was hied wtth the Clerk on January 12, 2001; and 


(d). The closing having occurred (or to occur simultaneously with issuance of the 2000 SIDA 
Bonds) (as defined in Reference Document No. 1) on financing for construction of that portion of the 







proposed Carousel Expansion to be constructed by Company which, when added to any portions which are to 
be constructed by occupants of the proposed Carousel Expansion [such construction to be evidenced by 
lease(s) or other written agreement(s) ("occupant commitments") signed by Company and each such 
occupant], totals at least 800,000 square feet of LA, and including all security required by such financing, 
together with the execution and delivery of a guarantee of completion for such 800,000 square feet of LA in 
favor of SIDA, which guarantee shall be provided to the County whether or not such guarantee of completion 
is provided to or required by the lender, but if required by the lender such guarantee shall also be provided to 
the County in substantially the same form as such guarantee granted to the lender in connection with such 
financing for construction, and if the lender does not require such guarantee, Company shall provide a 
commercially reasonable guarantee of completion to the County but in no event shall such guarantee require 
assignment of rents and/or leases. 


(e). The execution and delivery of the Alternative Allocation Agreement, a copy of which was 
filed with the Clerk of this Legislature on January 12, 2001, herein Reference Document 
No.2. 


Section 8. In the event the closing on the construction financing by Pyramid and delivery of the 
occupant commitments, as described in Section seven (7) above, does not occur within forty-eight ( 48) 
months after the effective date of City of Syracuse Ordinance No. (Sj)-2000, this Local Law authorizing the 
annual payment to the City of Syracuse shall expire and shall be null and void and of no further force and 
effect. / 


Section 9. The County shall not be r~quired to issue debt on behalf of, or otherwise pay for, any 
of the costs of construction of the Public Improvements described in Reference Document No. 1, it being the 
intent of this Local Law that such improvements will be paid for from the proceeds of bonds issued by SIDA 
and that County will not be required to issue debt for such improvements. 


Section 10. The County of Onondaga shall not be obligated as a result of this Local Law to provide 
any funds relative to the Carousel Expansion other than the payments pursuant to the Payment Agreement as 
authorized by this Local Law of the Onondaga County Legislature and other than the allocation of the PILOT 
Payments (as defined in Reference Document No. 1) authorized by Onondaga County Resolution No. _1_-
01 (which includes Reference Documents Nos. 2, 3, and 5). 


Section 11. Neither this Local Law nor the Payment Agreement shall affect the allocation of the 
sales tax revenues as provided for in the first RESOLVED clause of Onondaga County Resolution No. 
201 adopted June 14, 2000. 


Section 12. This Local Law shall take effect upon filing with the Secretary of State pursuant to 
the provisions of the Municipal Home Rule Law. 
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LOCAL LAW NO. 3 - 2001 


A LOCAL LAW AMENDING LOCAL LAW NO. 6-1997 TO EXPAND AN EMPIRE ZONE. 
(FORMERLY KNOW AS AN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT ZONE) 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. By Local Law No. 6-1997 this Legislature authorized an application for the 
designation of an Economic Development Zone relative to certain land within Onondaga County. 


Section 2. That the County of Onondaga has received Economic Development Zone approval 
from New York State. 


Section 3. By Local Law No. 2-1999, adopted on December 21, 1998, the Economic 
Development Zone was expanded. 


Section 4. By Local Law No. 12-1999, adopted on December 20, 1999, the Economic 
Development Zone was expanded a second time. 


Section 5. It is the desire of this Legislature to authorize an application to expand the Economic 
Development Zone, now called an Empire Zone, to include 181.2 acres located in the Towns of Dewitt, 
Cicero, Clay, Onondaga, Manlius, and Salina, and the City of Syracuse. 


Section 6. The County of Onondaga is hereby authorized to submit an application to expand the 
Economic Development Zone to include the property described in Section 7 of this Local Law. 


Section 7. The boundary of the Economic Development Zone as described in Local Law No. 6-
1997, Local Law No. 2-1999, and Local Law 12-1999 shall be expanded to include the properties 
generally described as follows:

A LOCAL LAW ADOPTING THE PROVISIONS OF REAL PROPERTY TAX LAW SECTION 458-a 
IN RELATION TO MAKING GOLD STAR PARENTS ELIGIBLE FOR THE ALTERNATIVE 


VETERANS EXEMPTION 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. The New York State Legislature has adopted, and the Governor has signed into law, 
Senate BillS. 6938-A, also known as Chapter 326 of the 2000 Session Laws ofNew York, entitled, "An 
Act to amend the real property tax law, in relation to making Gold Star Parents eligible for the Alternative 
Veterans Exemption, at local option". 


Section 2. Pursuant to that bill, a new subdivision seven has been added to Section 458-a of the 
New York State Real Property Tax Law to allow a county to adopt a local law to include a Gold Star 
Parent within the definitions of "Qualified Owner" and "Qualifying Residential Real Property" for 
purposes of the veterans' alternative exemption. 


Section 3. This Legislature hereby adopts the provisions of Senate Bill S. 6938-A and Chapter 
326 of the 2000 Session Laws ofNew York, and provides as follows: 


A. As used herein, "Gold Star Parent" shall mean the parent of a child who died in the line of 
duty while serving in the United States Armed Forces during a period of war. 


B. "Gold Star Parent" hereby is included within the definition of "Qualified Owner" as provided 
in paragraph (c) of subdivision one of Section 458-a of the Real Property Tax Law, and property owned 
by a Gold Star Parent hereby is included within the definition of "Qualifying Residential Real Property" 
as provided in paragraph (d) of subdivision one of Section 45 8-a of the Real Property Tax Law, provided 
that such property shall be the primary residence of the Gold Star Parent. 


C. The additional exemption provided for in paragraph (c) of subdivision two of Section 458-a 
of the Real Property Tax Law shall not apply to real property owned by a Gold Star Parent. 


Section 4. This Local Law shall take effect immediately and shall be filed in accordance with the 
Municipal Home Rule Law.

A LOCAL LAW AMENDING LOCAL LAW NO. 2 OF 1993, AS AMENDED, TO ESTABLISH AN 
EXEMPTION FROM THE RESIDENCE REQUIREMENTS FOR NURSING STAFF AT THE VAN 


DUYN HOME AND HOSPITAL 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section I. Local Law No.2 of 1993, as amended, requires Onondaga County employees to reside in 
Onondaga County or to become residents of Onondaga County. The purpose of this Local Law is to provide 
an exemption from the residency requirement for registered nurses, head nurses, assistant head nurses, 
nursing supervisors, licensed practical nurses and nurse practitioners who seek employment or promotion at 
VanDuyn Home and Hospital or are currently employed at VanDuyn Home and Hospital. 


Section 2. Local Law No.2 of 1993, as amended, is hereby further amended to allow the following 
final paragraph: 


Registered nurses, head nurses, assistant head nurses, nursing supervisors, licensed practical nurses 
and nurse practitioners seeking employment, seeking promotion or currently employed by the VanDuyn 
Home and Hospital shall not be required to be residents of the County of Onondaga or to become residents of 
Onondaga County. Every effort will be made by the County to hire employees who reside in Onondaga 
County. 


Section 3. This Local Law shall take effect upon filing in the Office of the Secretary of State as 
provided for in the Municipal Hpme Rule Law.

A LOCAL LAW AMENDING LOCAL LAW NO. 4-2000 TO FURTHER REQUIRE PERSONS 
UNDER THE AGE OF EIGHTEEN TO WEAR A HELMET WHILE OPERATING, RIDING, 


SKATING OR GLIDING ON A SKATEBOARD OR SCOOTER 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF ONONDAGA, 
NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. PURPOSE: State Law requires persons under fourteen years of age to wear a helmet 
while riding a bicycle or in-line skating. By Local Law No. 4-2000, this Onondaga County Legislature 
extended that helmet requirement to persons under eighteen years of age. The purpose of this local law is 
to further protect the health, safety and welfare of the public by amending Local Law No. 4-2000 to 
require persons under the age of eighteen to wear a helmet while riding a skateboard or scooter in 
Onondaga County. 


Section 2. Section 4 of Local Law No. 4 hereby is amended to provide as follows: 


No person fourteen or more years of age and less than eighteen years of age shall operate or ride a 
bicycle or skate or glide on in-line skates in Onondaga County unless such person is wearing a helmet 
meeting the standards set by the New York State Commissioner of Motor Vehicles. No person less than 
eighteen years of age shall operate, ride, skate or glide on a skateboard or scooter in Onondaga County 
unless such person is wearing a helmet meeting the standards set by the New York State Commissioner of 
Motor Vehicles. For the purposes of this local law, wearing a helmet means having a properly fitting 
helmet fastened securely upon the head of the wearer with the helmet straps securely fastened. 


The failure of any person to comply with the provisions of this local law shall not constitute 
contributory negligence or assumption of risk, and shall not in any way bar, preclude or foreclose an 
action for personal injury or wrongful death by or on behalf of such person, nor in any way diminish or 
reduce damages recoverable in any such action. 


Section 3. Except as amended herein, Local Law No. 4-2000 shall remain in full force and effect. 


Section 4. This local law shall take effect June 1, 2001.

LOCAL LAW NO. 7 - 2001 


A LOCAL LAW TO REAPPORTION THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE BY 
AMENDING ARTICLE II, SECTION 206 OF THE ONONDAGA COUNTY CHARTER 


Be it enacted by the Onondaga County Legislature as follows: 


Section 1. Article II, Section 206 of the Onondaga County Charter is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 


Section 206. Districts. For the purpose of electing County Legislators, Onondaga County shall 
be divided into nineteen (19) districts. One County Legislator shall be elected to the County Legislature 
of Onondaga County from each of said districts. Eleven (11) of these districts shall be composed of 
territory within the County of Onondaga totally outside the City of Syracuse; Four (4) of these districts 
shall be composed of territory totally within the City of Syracuse; Four {4) of these districts shall be 
composed of territory both outside the City of Syracuse and territory within the City of Syracuse. All 
references to towns apply to the territory wholly contained in each of the towns of Onondaga County 
bounded as of April 1, 2001. 


The eleven {11) districts within the County of Onondaga composed of territory totally outside of the City 
of Syracuse are described as follows: 


FIRST LEGISLATIVE DISTRICT 


All of the Town of Lysander, and that part of the Town of Clay bounded by a line described as follows: 
BEGINNING at a point at the intersection of the Town of Clay town line with the centerline of Route 31 
which is coincident with the centerline of the Seneca River; thence easterly along said centerline of Route 
31 to its intersection with the centerline of Oswego Road (Route 57): thence southeasterly along said 
centerline to its intersection with the centerline of Wetzel Road; then westerly along said centerline and 
its westerly elongation to its intersection with the Town of Clay town line which is coincident with the 
centerline of the Seneca River; thence northwesterly along said river centerline and town line to the point 
of beginning.

Section 2. Separability. If any section, part or provision of this local law, including any part or 
provision relating to any district described herein, shall be adjudged invalid by a court of competent 
jurisdiction, such judgment shall: (I) be confined in its operation to the section, part or provision of this 
local law or the district or districts directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment shall have 
been rendered, (2) not affect or impair the validity of the remaining sections, parts, provisions or districts, 
and {3) not affect or impair the validity of the remaining apportionment or districting provided for in this 
local law. The Onondaga County Legislature hereby declares that it would have enacted this local law of 
such remaining parts, provisions or districts, had the invalidity of such part, provision or district been 
apparent at the time of such enactment. 


Section 3. Construction. This local law shall be liberally construed to effectuate the purposes 
thereof and to apportion and district this county in compliance with the rulings of the United States 
Supreme Court. 


It is intended that this local law and the districts described herein completely encompass all the 
area within the county. It is also intended that such districts apportioned on the basis of two thousand 
citizen population, contain all the citizens resident in this county. It is further intended that the 
apportionment and districting provided for in this local law result in the creation of districts containing 
substantially equal citizen population. It is also intended that no district shall include any of the area 
included within the description of any other district. 


Section 4. This reapportionment plan is adopted and is subject to a permissive referendum 
pursuant to the provisions of Onondaga County Charter Section 207 and Onondaga County 
Administrative Code Section 2.17. A petition signed and authenticated in number equal to at least 10 per 
centum of qualified electors as provided in subdivision one of Section 24 of the Municipal Home Rule 
Law, within 45 days of adoption of this local law, shall be sufficient to require the submission of a 
proposition for the approval of such local law at a referendum in accordance with such subdivision. 
Petition and referendum procedures, including criteria for establishing or challenging the validity of such 
petition, shall be in accordance with subdivision one of Section 24 of the Municipal Home Rule Law. 


Section 5. This local law shall become effective upon adoption and filing with the New York 
State Secretary of State. Provided, however, that if within forty-five days after its adoption there be filed 
with th.e Cler.k of the County Legislature a petition protesting against such local law, signed and 
authenticated m the manner set forth in subdivision one of Section 24 of the Municipal Home Rule Law 







by qualified electors of the County, registered to vote therein at the last preceding general election, in 
number equal to at least 10 per centum of the total number of votes cast for governor at the last 
gubernatorial election in the County, then such local law shall not take effect until approved by the 
affirmative vote of a majority of the qualified electors of the County voting on a proposition for its 
approval.

A LOCAL LAW IN RELATION TO THE SALE BY ONONDAGA COUNTY OF ITS RIGHTS TO 
RECEIVE PAYMENTS EXPECTED TO BECOME DUE UNDER THE MASTER SETTLEMENT 


AGREEMENT AND THE RELATED CONSENT DECREE AND FINAL JUDGMENT WITH 
VARIOUS TOBACCO COMPANIES 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF ONONDAGA AS 
FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. Legislative Intent 


The Legislature hereby finds that: 


A. The County of Onondaga is entitled to receive payments under the Master Settlement 
Agreement (hereinafter, the "MSA") and the Consent Decree and Final Judgment of the Supreme Court 
of the State of New York, County of New York, dated December 23, 1998 (hereinafter, as the same may 
be amended or modified, the "Decree") in the class action entitled State of New York et al. v. Phillip 
Morris Incorporated, et. al. (Index No. 400361/97); and 


B. In order to secure to present generations a portion of the benefits intended to be conferred by 
the MSA and the Decree it is necessary or desirable for the County to sell all or a portion of its rights, 
title and interest in, to and under the Decree and in and to the moneys payable to the County under the 
MSA and the Decree (all such rights, title and interest hereinafter collectively referred to as the "Tobacco 
Settlement Revenues") to a local development corporation to be created by the County pursuant to the 
Not-For-Profit Corporation Law of the State ofNew York. 


Section 2. Authorization to take all actions necessary to effect sales and to benefit .from the 
consideration to be received from such sales. 


The County is hereby authori:t.ed to sell to the said local development corporation, and to take 
any and all actions necessary or desirable to effect one or more sales to the said local development 
corporution of, the County's rights, title and interest in and to all or a portion of the Tobacco Settlement 
Revenues and to take any und all actions necessary or desirable to enable the County to benefit from the 
consideration to he received from any such sale. The County Executive or his designee(s) may approve 
the terms and conditions of any such transaction and the form and substance of any agreement of sale or 
other document necessary or desirable to effect any such transaction including the power to execute and 
deliver any such agreement or other document as may be approved by the person executing the same and 
to take any and all other actions necessary or desirable to enter into, facilitate or consummate such 
transaction, including agreeing to pay certain tees and expenses which will be payable regardless of 
whether or not such transaction is consummated. The County shall use approximately $4,000,000 of the 
initial proceeds to be received from said corporation from such sale to finance certain capital projects 
and the remaining initial proceeds to finance the defeasance of County obligations. It is the intent of this 
local law that a sale by the County of Tobacco Settlement Revenues to the said local development 
corporation is, and it is hereby deemed to be, a true sale and not a borrowing. 


Section 3. Local Development Corporation. 


The County Executive or his designee(s) is hereby authorized to take all actions necessary to 
create a corporation pursuant to the New York Not-For-Profit Corporation Law § 1411 (hereinafter, the 
"Corporation"). The Corporation shall be managed by a five-member Board of Directors, one of whom 
will be an Independent Director (as hereinafter defined). Two Directors will be unilaterally appointed by 
the County Executive, two Directors will be appointed by an affirmative vote of the majority of the 
whole number of the Onondaga County Legislature, and the Independent Director will be appointed by 
the County Executive, subject to confirmation by an affirmative vote of the majority of the whole 
number of the Onondaga County Legislature. 


The Independent Director must be a person who is not, and has not been for a period of five 
years prior to his or her appointment as the Independent Director, (i) a creditor, customer, supplier, 
advisor or other person who derives any of its revenues from its activities with the County or its 
affiliated entities (the County and its affiliated entities other than the Corporation being referred to in this 
Local Law_~~ the "County Group"); (ii) an official, member, stockholder, director, officer, employee, 
agent or atflhate of the County Group (a "Principal"); (iii) a person related to any person referred to in 
clause (i) or (ii); (iv) any person who receives compensation for administrative, legal, accou~ting or

other professional services li·01n the County Group or a Principal; or (v) a trustee, conservator or receiver 
li.)l" any member of the County Group. 


The Corporation shall be granted all powers as may be deemed necessary by the County 
Executive or his designee(s), which powers shall include, but not be limited to, the power to purchase 
from the County its right, title and interest in and to all or a portion of the Tobacco.Settlement Revenues, 
to issue bonds, notes and other evidence of indebtedness and other securities and to incur other 
obligations, to create and transfer assets of the Corporation to a trust or other entity, and to take all other 
actions as may be necessary in connection therewith. 


It is the specific intention of the Legislature that the purpose and scope of the Corporation be 
limited to the transactions contemplated by this local law including the purchase ofTobacco Settlement 
Revenues from the County, the financing of any such purchase and related tr~nsactions. 


Section 4. Covenant and Agreement 


The County is hereby authorized to covenant and agree with the Corporation in a transaction 
contemplated by this local law for the benefit of the Corporation and the holders from time to time of any 
bonds, notes or other obligations or other securities (hereinafter collectively, the "Securities") issued by 
the Corporation that the County will not limit or alter the rights of the Corporation to fulfill the terms of 
its agreements with the holders of the Securities or in any way impair the rights and remedies of such 
holders or the security for the Securities until the Securities, together with the interest due thereon or 
payabk in respect thereof and all costs and expenses in connection with any action or proceeding by or 
on behalf of such holders, are fully met and discharged. The County Executive or his designee(s) is 
granted the power to make such a covenant to and agreement with the Corporation and to take any and 
all actions necessary or desirable to cause such covenant and agreement to be made or enforced. The 
Corporation is hereby authorized to assign to or for the benefit of the holders of its Securities any 
covenunt or agreement made by the County pursuant to this Section. 


Section 5. This local law takes effect upon filing in the office of the Secretary of State as 
provided by Section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.

A LOCAL LAW FURTHER AMENDING LOCAL LAW NO. 2 OF 1993 TO PROVIDE AN 
EXEMPTION TO THE RESIDENCY REQUIREMENT FOR ROBERT O'CONNELL 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF ONONDAGA, 
NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. The purpose of this Local Law is to further amend Local Law No. 2 of 1993 to 
provide an exemption to the residency requirement for Robert O'Connell, an employee of the Onondaga 
County Department ofTransportation. 


Section 2. Local Law No. 2 of 1993, as amended, hereby is further amended to add the 
following final Secti?n 9: 


The provisions of Section 2 of this Local Law requiring county employees to be residents of 
Onondaga County shall not apply to Department of Transportation employee, Robert O'Connell, 
provided that said employee resides at 140 Lock Street, Phoenix, New York 13135. The aforesaid 
condition must be verified annually in a sworn Affidavit of Compliance filed with the Commissioner of 
Personnel within thirty days of the adoption of this Local Law and annually thereafter. Within six months 
of any further change in residence, a sworn Affidavit of Compliance verifying Onondaga County 
residency must be filed with the Commissioner of Personnel. 


Section 3. This Local Law shall take effect upon filing with the Secretary of State as set forth in 
the Municipal Home Rule Law. · 
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
