A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY TO ENTER INTO A 40-YEAR LEASE 
AGREEMENT WITH THE TOWN OF MARCELLUS FOR THE CONSTRUCTION, OPERATION, 


AND MAINTENANCE OF A SALT STORAGE SHED 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section I. The purpose of this local law is to authorize the County of Onondaga to enter into a 
40-year lease agreement with the Town of Marcellus for the construction, operation, and maintenance of a 
salt storage shed on property owned by the Town of Marcellus. 


Section 2. The Town of Marcellus is the owner of a 1.05± acre parcel of land located at 4300 
Lee-Mulroy Road, across from the Onondaga County Department of Transportation Maintenance 
Facility. 


Section 3. The Onondaga County Department of Transportation has proposed to construct, at 
County expense, a salt storage shed on the aforementioned Town property. 


Section 4. The Town of Marcellus has agreed to lease the property to the County for forty years 
for a consideration of $1 .00 per year, payment waived. 


Section 5. The lease will allow the Town of Marcellus to use a portion of the salt storage shed 
for salt storage purposes. 


Section 6. In . accordance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, 
(SEQRA) the Town of Marcellus is the lead agency for the project and the County of Onondaga is an 
involved agency. · 


Section 7. The County Executive is hereby authorized to enter into a 40-year lease agreement 
with the Town of Marcellus for the construction, operation, and maintenance of a salt storage shed on 
property located at 4300 Lee-Mulroy Road for a consideration of$1.00, payment waived. 


Section 7. This local law shall take effect pursuant to Sections 20, 21 and 24 of the Municipal 
Home Rule Law, subject to permissive referendum.

The boundary of the Empire Zone as described in Local Law No. 6-1997, Local Law 
No. 2-1999, Local Law 12-1999, Local Law 3-2001, Local Law 11-2001 and Local Law 2-2002 shall be 
changed to delete the properties generally described as follows:

Section 1. Local Law No. 6 of 1997, as amended, is hereby further amended by striking Section

Section 6. The local Empire Zone Administrative Board shall be comprised of three (3) 
Onondaga County Legislators to be appointed by the Chairman of the Onondaga County Legislature, and 
ten (10) members to be appointed by the County Executive, including one employee of the County of 
Onondaga (which will serve as chairman of the board), one representative from the Town of Cicero, one 
representative from the Town of De Witt, one representative from the Town of Salina, one representative 
from the City of Syracuse, one representative from the banking community, one representative from the 
business community, one representative from organized labor, one representative from an educational 
institution, and one resident of the Empire Zone or its adjacent area. 


Section 2. The remainder of Local Law No; 6 of 1997, as amended, shall remain in full force 
and effect, except as amended by this local law.

A LOCAL LAW ELECTING A RETIREMENT INCENTIVE PROGRAM AS AUTHORIZED BY 
CHAPTER 69, LAWS OF 2002 FOR THE ELIGIDLE EMPLOYEES OF THE COUNTY OF 


ONONDAGA 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. The County of Onondaga hereby elects to provide all of its eligible employees with a 
retirement incentive program authorized by Chapter 69, Laws of2002. 


Section 2. The commencement date of the retirement incentive program shall be October 3, 
2002. 


Section 3. The open period, during which eligible employees may retire and receive the 
additional retirement benefit, shall be ninety (90) days in length. 


Section 4. The actuarial present value of the additional retirement benefits payable pursuant to 
the provisions of this local law shall be paid as one lump sum, or in five annual installments. The amount 
of the annual payment shall be determined by the Actuary ofthe New York State and Local Employees' 
Retirement System, and it shall be paid by the County of Onondaga for each employee who receives the 
retirement benefits payable under this local law. 


Section 5. This act shall take effect August 30, 2002. 
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LOCAL LAW NO. 14 2002 


A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING AN AGREEMENT WITH THE TOWN OF LYSANDER FOR 
REPAYMENT TO THE COUNTY OF ONONDAGA FOR TAXES OWED TO THE COUNTY 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF ONONDAGA COUNTY AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. The Town of Lysander is in the process of acquiring Property No. 079-01-10.8, which 
is tax delinquent in the amount of $229,578.80 for tax years 2001, 2002 and 2003, including interest and 
penalties through October 31, 2002. This amount does not include the 2002-03 school tax bill due 
September 1, 2002 which if unpaid will be relevied on the 2003 tax bill, and does not include the January 
2003 county tax bill. 


Section 2. In order to alleviate the financial burden of acquiring said tax delinquent property, the 
Town of Lysander has requested the County to authorize the Town to repay the outstanding taxes over a 
period of ten years, and it is the determination of this Legislature that it is in the interests of the County to 
enter into an agreement authorizing the same. 


Section 3. The Town of Lysander hereby is authorized to repay the outstanding taxes on Property 
No. 079-01-10.8 in the amount of$229,578.80 over a period often years. The Town of Lysander is also 
authorized to elect to repay any owing 2002-03 school taxes and 2003 county taxes, together with any 
accrued interest and penalties thereon, over the same ten year period. If the town elects to include the 
2002-03 school taxes and 2003 county taxes in the ten year repayment agreement, then said sum, 
including any accrued interest and penalties, shall be added to the tax delinquent amount set forth in 
Section 1 and incorporated into the ten year repayment agreement authorized herein. Payments shall be 
made in equal installments over a period of ten years, with the first payment commencing on April 15, 
2003. In the event that the Town does not acquire the property on or before October 31, 2002, then the 
amount due and owing shall be increased to reflect outstanding taxes, interest and penalties through and 
including the date that the Town actually acquires said property as evidenced by receipt by the County of 
a certified copy of a duly executed deed in favor of the Town. Conversely, in the event the Town 
acquires the property before October 31, 2002, then the Town shall receive a credit to the tax delinquent 
amount such that the penalties and interest on the delinquent taxes stop accruing as of the date of 
acquisition. 


Section 4. The County Executive is hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with the Town 
authorizing the Town to repay the outstanding taxes on Property No. 079-01-10.8 consistent with the 
terms of this local law. 


Section 5. The Agreement with the Town shall provide that if for any reason the Town fails to 
make payment within thirty days of the due date of any given year, then the County shall have the right to 
require that the full outstanding amount be due and owing and to require payment of interest and late 
charges until fully repaid by the Town. 


Section 6. The Agreement with the Town also shall provide that nothing herein stated shall 
preclude the County from pursuing any and all remedies under law to enforce and collect the amount(s) 
owed, including the right to set off sales tax revenues, should the Town fail to make payment or adhere to 
the Agreement. 







Section 7. The County Executive is hereby authorized to include any other terms and/or 
conditions which the County Executive deems in the best interests of the County and which are not 
inconsistent with this Local Law. 


Section 8. This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing pursuant to the Municipal 
Home Rule Law.

PLACES OF EMPLOYMENT IN ONONDAGA COUNTY 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. Purpose. 


The Onondaga County Legislature finds and determines that the health of the public is 
seriously threatened by exposure to environmental tobacco smoke. The Legislature further finds 
that almost all Americans, including all citizens of the County of Onondaga, are likely to be 
exposed to environmental tobacco smoke by virtue of its widespread presence in public places 
and in the workplace, and that exposure to environmental tobacco smoke presents a substantial 
and serious health risk to non-smokers. 


The Legislature determines the addictive nature of nicotine, a drug present in tobacco, 
may make youthful experiments with cigarettes and chewing tobacco dangerously unhealthy. 
Moreover, the Legislature finds that exposure to environmental tobacco smoke can pose 
substantial health risks to children, since it is causally associated with, among other things, 
increases in the prevalence of childhood respiratory illnesses, increases in the prevalence of fluid 
in the middle ear of children, and a statistically significant reduction in the lung function of 
children. The Legislature also finds that environmental tobacco smoke results in additional 
episodes and increases severity of asthma in children who suffer from this disease, and is a risk 
factor for new cases of asthma in children who have not previously displayed asthmatic 
symptoms. 


Involuntary exposure to environmental tobacco smoke, or second-hand smoke, presents a 
substantial and serious health threat to the residents, children and workers of Onondaga County. 
In some cases, there is a voluntary assumption of the hazard and, in other cases, an involuntary 
exposure. One example of involuntary exposure lies with the thousands of workers in the 
hospitality industry who are exposed for prolonged periods of time to second-hand smoke as a 
condition of employment. Another example of involuntary exposure results from parents who 
expose their children to second hand-smoke by requiring them to accompany them into smoking 
environments in public places. 


This wide range of conditions necessitates a tailoring of the regulations to match various 
circumstances. It is the purpose of the Legislature to limit smoking throughout the County of 
Onondaga in order to protect the people of the County from the health risk of smoking. The 
Legislature is therefore placing reasonable limitations on smoking within the County of 
Onondaga while striking a balance between the health needs of all non-smoking individuals and 
the imposition of regulatory burdens on businesses. 


Section 2. Definitions. 


A. Terms not otherwise defined herein shall have the same meaning as set forth in Article 
13-E of the New York State Public Health Law. 







B. "Bar" shall mean any indoor area open to the public devoted to the sale and service of 
alcoholic beverages for on-premises consumption and where the service of food is only 
incidental to the consumption of such beverages. Service of food shall be considered 
incidental if the food service generates less than forty percent of total annual gross sales. 
Any bar that generates forty percent or more of total annual gross sales from the sale of 
food for on-premises consumption shall be a food service establishment. 


C. "Bar area of a Food Service Establishment" shall mean a contiguous area within a 
food service establishment containing a counter, which is primarily devoted to the selling 
and serving of alcoholic beverages. Provided, however, that for purposes of this 
definition, the seating in said bar area plus the seating in any Separate Smoking Room 
shall not constitute in the aggregate more than 30% of the total indoor seating capacity of 
the food service establishment, provided that rooms used exclusively for private 
functions, service areas and other areas to which the public does not have access shall not 
be included. The bar area shall be separated from the seated dining room by a solid floor 
to ceiling partition or separated by at least a six foot space. 


D. "Employer" shall mean any person, partnership, associate, corporation or nonprofit 
entity which employs one or more person. 


E. "Facilities" shall mean, for purposes of Section 5, Paragraph (H) of this Local Law, 
any structure, dwelling, building, clubhouse or real property owned or occupied by a 
private membership club and utilized by the members of said club. 


F. "Food Service Establishment" shall mean any indoor area open to the public or portion 
thereof in which the business is the sale of food for on-premises consumption regardless 
of the seating capacity including, but not limited to, restaurants, cafeterias, coffee shops, 
diners, sandwich shops or short order cafes. 


G. "Place of employment" shall mean any indoor area or portion thereof under the 
control of an employer in which employees of the employer perform services but which 
is not generally accessible to the public. 


H. "Separate Smoking Room" shall mean an enclosed room whose primary purpose is for 
smoking. Such room shall: 


(1). Be clearly designated as a separate smoking room; and 
(2). Be completely enclosed on all sides by floor to ceiling walls, interior doors 
and/or windows, with all the interior doors and windows remaining closed except 
for entry and exit of persons to and/or from said room; and 
(3). Have a separate ventilation system whereby the air from the separate 
smoking room is immediately exhausted to the outside of the building in such a 
way as to prevent the re-introduction of smoke into the establishment and prevent 
back streaming of smoke into smoke-free areas; and 
(4). Contain no more than two doors, which shall remain closed except for the 
purpose of entry and exit, which doors must be equipped with self-closing 
devices; and 
(5). Not be the sole entry area to or exit area from the establishment, nor be the 
sole waiting area for the establishment; and 







(6). Shall not comprise more than twenty percent (20%) of the total square foot 
area open to the public in a public facility or the employees in a private facility, 
and in the case of a food service establishment such Separate Smoking Room 
shall not comprise more than twenty percent (20%) of the total indoor seating 
capacity of said food service establishment. 


I. "Tobacco Business" shall mean a sole proprietorship, corporation, partnership or other 
enterprise in which the primary activity is the sale, manufacture or promotion of tobacco, 
tobacco products and accessories either at wholesale or retail, and in which the sale, 
manufacture or promotion of other products is merely incidental. 


Section 3. Smoking Prohibited. 


A. Except as otherwise provided in this local law, smoking shall not be permitted and no 
person shall smoke in any indoor area generally accessible or open to the public, 
including, but not limited to, any indoor area generally accessible or open to the public 
m: 


(1). Food Service Establishments, provided, however, that smoking may be 
allowed within the bar area of a food service establishment provided the 
bar area is separated from the seated dining room by a solid floor to 
ceiling partition or separated by at least a six foot space; 


(2). Bowling Establishments, including the concourse and settee areas of said 
establishments, except that smoking in any bar or bar area of a food 
service establishment therein shall be governed by and be consistent with 
the provisions of this local law applicable to bars and bar areas of a food 
service establishment; 


(3). Businesses and not-for-profit entities including, but not limited to, 
professional and other offices, banks and other financial institutions and 
laundromats; 


(4). Aquariums, galleries, libraries, and museums; 
(5). Any facility which is primarily used for exhibiting any motion picture, 


stage drama, lecture, musical recital, or other similar performance, 
except for performers when smoking is part of the production; 


(6). Every room, chamber, place of meeting or public assembly under the 
control of any board, council, commission, committee, including joint 
committees, or agencies of the County of Onondaga or any political 
subdivision thereof; 


(7). Hospitals, residential health care facilities, clinics, physical therapy 
facilities, doctors' offices, dentists' offices and any other health care 
facility; 


(8). Lobbies, hallways and other common areas in apartment buildings, 
condominiums, retirement facilities, nursing homes, and other multiple 
unit residential facilities; 


(9). Lobbies, hallways and other common areas in multiple unit commercial 
facilities; 


(10). Buildings and facilities owned or operated by the County of Onondaga or 
any political subdivision thereof; 


(11). Polling places; 
(12). Places ofworship; 
(13). Public restrooms; 







(14). Service Lines; 
(15). Retail stores in which goods, wares or merchandise are offered for sale; 
(16). School Grounds, except as otherwise provided for by Section 1399-0(8) 


of the New York State Public Health Law; and 
(17). Conventions and Trade Shows. 


B. Except as may be otherwise provided by state law, smoking shall be permitted in a 
Separate Smoking Room in any indoor area generally accessible or open to the public. 


C. Protection of Minors. 


The owner, operator or manager of a food service establishment or a bar shall not permit 
any person under the age of eighteen, whether or not accompanied by an adult, to enter or 
remain in the separate smoking room of said food service establishment or bar. The 
organizer or sponsor of bingo shall not permit any person under the age of eighteen, 
whether or not accompanied by an adult, to enter or remain in any area thereof where 
smoking is allowed pursuant to the provisions of this local law. 


Section 4. Places of Employment. 


A. Smoking is prohibited in all indoor areas of places of employment which are not 
generally accessible or open to the public, including but not limited to common work 
areas, hallways, meeting rooms, private offices, lounges, lunchrooms and cafeterias. 


B. As provided by New York State Public Health Law Section 1399-0(6)(d), smoking is 
prohibited in company vehicles occupied by more than one person, unless the occupants 
of such vehicles agree that smoking may be permitted. 


C. It shall be the responsibility of every employer, except for employers of the types of 
facilities listed in Section 5 of this local law, to provide a smoke-free place of 
employment for all employees. Nothing herein shall be construed, however, to require an 
employer to make any expenditures or structural or other physical modifications to create 
a smoke-free place of employment. 


Section 5. Smoking Restrictions Inapplicable. 


This local law shall not apply to: 


A. Private residences; 
B. Private vehicles; 
C. Tobacco Businesses; 
D. Any area where private social functions are being held when seating arrangements 


are under the control of the sponsor of such function and not the owner, operator, 
manger or person in charge of such area; 


E. Bars; 
F. Bar Areas of food service establishments, provided that the bar area is separated from 


the seated dining room by a solid floor to ceiling partition or separated by at least a 
six foot space; 


G. Hotel and Motel Rooms rented to one or more guests; 
H. Facilities of private membership clubs when such facilities are being utilized 


primarily by and for the benefit of the members of said club for a club purpose. For 







purposes of this Local Law a private membership club shall mean any private 
membership country club, association, corporation, group, or fraternal order, which 
does not make its facilities or grounds generally open for use by the public, and in 
which membership is (i) exclusive, (ii) based upon a written set of principals or 
standards, and (iii) not dependent solely upon the payment of fees, dues, or similar 
assessment. The provisions of this Section 5 shall not apply to exempt such facility 
from the provisions of this local law during any period of time that said facility is 
used for any social function generally open to the public. Provided, however, that the 
use of facilities owned by a private membership club for a private social function as 
set forth in Paragraph D of this Section 5 shall not prevent the application of this 
Section 5 to said facility nor cause said facility to be designated as one being 
generally open for use by the public. Facilities owned by private membership clubs 
shall include, but not be limited to, facilities owned by any lodge of Free and 
Accepted Masons; any council of the Knights of Columbus; any lodge of the 
Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks; any chapter of the American Legion; any 
lodge of the Order of the Sons of Italy in America; the Ancient Order of Hibernians; 
any post or counties council of the Veterans of Foreign Wars of the United States, 
Inc.; any chapter, county, committee of the Disabled American Veterans; any 
Kiwanis Club; any Rotary club; any Lions Club; any exclusive, private membership 
Country Club; any post of the Jewish War Veterans of the United States; or any other 
similar organization; 


I. Bingo Halls, provided that at least fifty percent of seating capacity is designated for 
nonsmokers and notice is prominently posted at each entrance stating that a 
nonsmoking section is available. Provided, further, that the organizer or sponsor of 
bingo shall not permit any person under the age of eighteen, whether or not 
accompanied by an adult, to enter or remain in any area thereof where smoking is 
allowed pursuant to the provisions of this local law; and 


Section 6. General Provisions. 


A. Nothing herein shall be construed to deny the owner, operator, manager, organizer or 
sponsor of an establishment referred to herein the right to designate the entire 
establishment as a smoke-free establishment and to prohibit smoking therein. 


B. Nothing herein shall be construed to permit smoking where otherwise prohibited. 


C. Nothing herein shall be construed to prohibit smoking in a Separate Smoking Room. 


D. The owner, operator or manager of a food service establishment or bar shall 
prominently post and maintain at the entrance or entrances to such food service 
establishment or bar a sign or signs clearly labeling the food service establishment or bar 
as smoke-free or smoking permitted. The provisions for posting of signs in this Section 6 
shall be in addition to the provisions for posting and maintenance of signs provided for in 
Section 1399-p of the New York State Public Health Law. Any sign posted pursuant to 
this Section 6 must be readily visible to patrons approaching the entrance(s) to such food 
service establishment or bar. 


Section 7. Violations. 


A. It shall be unlawful for any person to smoke in any area where smoking is prohibited 
by any provision of this local law. 







B. It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, corporation or other entity that owns, 
manages, operates, or otherwise controls the use of an area generally accessible or open 
to the public in which smoking is prohibited pursuant to this local law to violate or fail to 
comply with any provision of this local law. For violations of Section 3 of this local law, 
it shall be an affirmative defense that during the relevant time period actual control of the 
establishment was not exercised by the respondent, but rather by a lessee, the sublessee or 
any other person. To establish an affirmative defense, the respondent shall submit an 
affidavit and may submit any other relevant proof indicating that the respondent did not 
exercise actual control of said establishment during the relevant time period. Such 
affidavit and other proof shall be mailed by certified mail to the appropriate enforcement 
officer within thirty days of receipt of a Notice of Violation. 


C. It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, corporation or other entity that owns, 
manages or operates a food service establishment to fail to comply with the requirements 
of this local law. In actions brought for violations of Section 3(A)(l) of this local law, it 
shall be an affirmative defense that notice of a violation was provided to a customer. 


D. It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, corporation or other entity that owns, 
manages or operates a food service establishment or bar to fail to comply with the 
requirements of this local law pertaining to the admission or entry of minors into a 
separate smoking room. It shall be unlawful for the organizer or sponsor of bingo to fail 
to comply with the requirements of this local law pertaining to the admission or entry of 
minors into areas where smoking is allowed. For violations of Sections 3 and 5 pertaining 
to such admission or entry of minors, it shall be an affirmative defense that a 
photographic identification card, apparently issued by a governmental agency, was 
produced, and that the person under the age of eighteen was admitted to enter the separate 
smoking room or area where smoking is permitted in reasonable reliance upon such 
identification. 


E. It shall be unlawful for an employer to fail to comply with the provisions of Section 4 
of this local law. In actions brought for violations of Section 4 of this local law, it shall 
be an affirmative defense that the employer has made good faith efforts to ensure that 
employees comply with the provisions of this local law. 


F. It shall be unlawful for the owner, operator or manager of a food service establishment 
or bar to fail to comply with the provisions of Section 6 of this local law pertaining to the 
posting and maintenance of signs. 


Section 8. Enforcement 


A. For purposes of this local law, the term "enforcement officer" shall mean the 
Commissioner of the Onondaga County Department of Health and any person or persons 
designated by the Commissioner to enforce the provisions of this local law. The 
enforcement officer shall have jurisdiction to enforce the provisions of this local law on a 
countywide basis. 


B. Designees of the Onondaga County Department of Health are hereby authorized to 
issue a Notice ofViolation of this local law. Any such Notice ofVio.lation will also serve 
as notice of a hearing and shall include the following information: charges and violations 
complained of with specific reference to this local law; the time and place of the hearing; 







the purpose of the hearing; the right to present evidence; the right to examine and cross 
examine witnesses; and the right to be represented by counsel. 


C. Upon issuance of a Notice of Violation of any provision of this local law, a hearing 
shall be conducted pursuant to the provisions set forth in Section F of Article I-B of the 
Onondaga County Sanitary Code. If the enforcement officer determines after a hearing 
that a violation of this local law occurred, a civil penalty may be imposed pursuant to 
Section 10 of this local law. No other penalty, fine or sanction may be imposed, provided 
that nothing herein shall be construed to prohibit an enforcement officer from 
commencing a proceeding pursuant to Article 78 of the CPLR for injunctive relief to 
compel compliance with this local law or as set forth provided for in Section 8(G) of this 
local law. 


D. Any person who desires to register a complaint under this local law may do so with 
the enforcement officer. 


E. The owner, manager, operator, or other person having control of a premises, facility 
or establishment referred to herein shall inform, or shall designate an agent who shall be 
responsible for informing individuals smoking in an area in which smoking is not 
permitted that they are in violation of this local law. 


F. Any person aggrieved by the decision of an enforcement officer other than the 
Onondaga County Commissioner of Health may appeal to the Commissioner to review 
such decision within thirty days of such decision. The decision of any enforcement 
officer shall be reviewable pursuant to article seventy-eight of the Civil Practice Law and 
Rules. 


G. The enforcement officer, subsequent to any appeal having been finally determined, 
may bring an action to recover the civil penalty provided for in Section 10 of this local 
law in any court of competent jurisdiction. 


Section 9. Waivers. 


Upon written application, the enforcement officer may grant a waiver from the 
application of a specific provision of this local law, provided that prior to the granting of such 
waiver the applicant shall establish that compliance with a specific provision of the local law 
would cause undue financial hardship or that other factors, including but not limited to physical 
layout, exist which would render strict compliance unreasonable. The enforcement officer also 
may consider whether the public health will be endangered by the granting of such waiver and 
whether adequate alternative provisions have been made to protect the health of non-smokers. A 
waiver shall be valid for a period not to exceed twenty-four months from the date of issuance. 
Upon written re-application, the enforcement officer may extend the time period for which the 
waiver is valid, but in no case shall such extension be for a period of time longer than forty-eight 
months from the date of issuance of the initial waiver. The applicant for an extension of a waiver 
shall establish that compliance with a specific provision of this local law would cause undue 
financial hardship or that other factors, including but not limited to physical layout, exist which 
would render strict compliance unreasonable, and the enforcement officer also may consider 
whether the public health will be endangered by the granting of such waiver and whether 
adequate alternative provisions have been made to protect the health of non-smokers. 







Every waiver or extension of waiver granted shall be subject to such conditions or 
restrictions as may be necessary to minimize the adverse effects of the waiver upon persons 
subject to an involuntary exposure to second-hand smoke and to ensure that the waiver is 
consistent with the general purpose of Article 13-E of the New York Public Health Law. 


The Onondaga County Commissioner of Health may consult the Health Advisory Board 
with respect to health related issues prior to granting a waiver or an extension of waiver. 


Nothing in this Section 9 shall be construed to impermissibly alter, diminish or impair the 
provisions of New York Public Health Law Section 1399-u (2) with respect to the granting of a 
waiver to a factory or warehouse. 


Section 10. Penalties. 


If the enforcement officer determines after a hearing that a violation of this local law has 
occurred, the enforcement officer may impose a civil penalty in an amount not to exceed one 
thousand ($1,000.00) dollars for each such violation. 


Section 11. Review Committee. 


By June 15, 2004, the Chair of the Onondaga County Legislature shall appoint and 
convene a Review Committee to evaluate this local law, including but not limited to the 
provisions of this local law exempting restaurants with an indoor seating capacity of fifty persons 
or less. Said Review Committee shall be comprised of a cross-section of the community to 
include, but not be limited to, representatives of the Onondaga County Legislature, the Onondaga 
County Department of Health, community based health organizations, and other appropriate 
representatives. Said committee shall commence its review on June 15, 2004 and shall conclude 
its review and report its findings and/or recommendations to this Legislature on or before 
September 15, 2004. This Legislature shall determine whether to take any action, including 
whether to extend the exemption to restaurants with an indoor seating capacity of fifty persons or 
less, by September 15, 2004, and shall make that determination effective December 15, 2004. 


Said Review Committee shall consider any surveys conducted by the Legislature and the 
County Executive on the effect of this local law on restaurants with an indoor seating capacity of 
fifty persons or less. 


Section 12. Limitation of Causes of Action. 


Any owner, operator, manager, sponsor or organizer of any establishment referred to 
herein who complies or fails to comply with the provisions of this local law shall not be subject to 
any legal liability or action solely as a result of such compliance or noncompliance except as 
provided in Section 10 of this local law. Nothing in any other section of this local law shall be 
construed to create, impair, alter, limit, modify, enlarge, abrogate or restrict any theory ofliability 
ugon which any person may be held liable to any other person for exposure to smoke. 


Section 13. Severability. 


If any provision, clause, sentence, or paragraph of this local law or the application thereof 
to any person or circumstances shall be held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other 
provisions of this local law which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, 
and to this end the remaining provisions of this local law are declared to be valid. 







Section 14. Effective Date. 


This Local Law shall take effect one year from the date of its passage by the Onondaga 
County Legislature. Provided, however, that with respect to any food service establishment that 
has an indoor seating capacity equal to or less than fifty (50) persons, the provisions of this local 
law shall not apply until two years after the date of passage by the Onondaga County Legislature. 


Section 15. Repeal of Prior Local Laws. 


This local law supercedes and hereby repeals any prior local law of this Onondaga 
County Legislature regulating smoking in Onondaga County, including any local law passed at 
the same legislative session as this local law and including the local law passed by this 
Legislature on December 2, 2002 entitled "A local law regulating smoking in areas generally 
accessible or open to the public, including food service establishments, and in places of 
employment in Onondaga County".

Section 3. The procedures for the collection of such fees shall be as prescribed by the 
appropriate laws of the State and any amendments thereto or determined by the Commissioner of Health 
where the State has not enacted procedures.

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LOCAL LAW NO. 2 6 - 2002 


A LOCAL LAW AMENDING LOCAL LAW NO. 6-1997 AS AMENDED TO MODIFY THE 
BOUNDARIES OF AN EMPIRE ZONE 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY 
OF ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. By Local Law No. 6-1997 this Legislature authorized an application for the 
designation of an Economic Development Zone relative to certain land within Onondaga County. 


Section 2. That the County of Onondaga has received Economic Development Zone 
approval from New York State. 


Section 3. By Local Law No. 2-1999, adopted on December 21, 1998, the Economic 
Development Zone was expanded. 


Section 4. By Local Law No. 12-1999, adopted on December 20, 1999, the Economic 
Development Zone was expanded a second time. 


Section 5. By Local Law No. 3-2001, adopted February 5, 2001, the Economic 
Development Zone, now known as the Empire Zone, was expanded a third time. 


Section 6. By Local Law No. 11-2001, adopted October 1, 2001, the Empire Zone was 
expanded a fourth time. 


Section 7. By Local Law No. 2-2002, adopted January 2, 2002, the Empire Zone was 
expanded a fifth time. 


Section 8. By Local Law Nos. 9-2002, 10-2002 and 11-2002, adopted July 1, 2002, the 
Empire Zone was expanded a sixth time. 


Section 9. It is the desire of this Legislature to authorize an application to revise the Empire 
Zone to include 114 +/- acres located in the Towns of Camillus, Cicero, Clay, DeWitt, Elbridge, 
Geddes, Lysander, Manlius, Marcellus, Onondaga, Salina, Skaneateles, Tully, Van Buren, and the 
City of Syracuse; and delete 3.75 +/-acres located in the Towns of Cicero and Manlius. 


Section 10. The County of Onondaga is hereby authorized to submit an application to revise 
the Empire Zone to include the properties described in Section 11 of this Local Law and delete 
properties described in Section 12 of this Local Law.

Document No.3 and substitute therefore Amended Exhibit A (Glossary and Schedules 1, 2, 3 and 
4) to Reference Document No. 1 and Reference Document No. 3 (Payment Agreement), and 
further amended Section 9 of said Local Law 2-01. 


Section 3. The Payment Agreement authorized by this Legislature by Local Law No. 2-
01 as amended by Local Law No. 3-02, provided in the fifth AGREE Clause for the reduction of 
amounts due and owing under said Payment Agreement in certain instances and provided in the 
sixth AGREE Clause at subparagraph b for the termination of the Payment Agreement in certain 
instances. 


Section 4. By Ordinance No. 3 2002, the City of Syracuse provided for a new Payment 
Agreement which Payment Agreement provides in the fifth AGREE Clause that neither payments 
to the City from the Revenue Guarantee Agreement nor the payments to the City from the 
Existing PILOT Agreement will result in a reduction in the annual payment; and further provided 
in the sixth AGREE Clause at subparagraph b that the Payment Agreement shall not terminate 
upon the distribution of PILOT or revenue to the City as provided for by the Revenue Guarantee 
Agreement between the City and Pyramid Company of Onondaga or the Existing PILOT 
Agreement as defined therein. 


Section 5. The purpose ofthis Local Law is to amend Local Law No. 2-01, as amended 
by Local Law No. 3-02, to substitute the Payment Agreement, as adopted by the City by 
Ordinance No.3 2002, herein referred to as Amended Reference Document No. 3-A, a copy of 
which is on file with the Clerk of this Legislature; to strike Amended Exhibit A (Glossary and 
Schedules 1, 2, 3 and 4) to Reference Document No. 1 and Reference Document No. 3 and 
substitute therefore Amended Exhibit A-2 (Glossary and Schedules 1, 2, 3 and 4), to Reference 
Document No. 1 and Amended Reference Document No. 3-A (Payment Agreement), which

Section 7. Local Law No. 2-01 as amended by Local Law No. 3-02 hereby is further 
amended to strike Amended Exhibit A (Glossary and Schedules 1, 2, 3 and 4) to Reference 
Document No. 1 and to Reference Document No. 3 in Sections 1, 2, 3, 7, 9 and 10 of Local Law 
No. 2-01 and in Sections 1, 4, 5 and 7 of Local Law No. 3-02 and substitute therefore Amended 
Exhibit A-2 (Glossary and Schedules 1, 2, 3 and 4) to Reference Document No. 1 and to 
Amended Reference Document No. 3-A (Payment Agreement). 


Section 8. Local Law No. 2-01 as amended by Local Law No. 3-02 hereby is further 
amended to strike Section 9 of said Local Law No. 2-01 as amended by Local Law No. 3-02 and 
to substitute the following: 


Section 9. The County shall not be required to issue debt on behalf of, or 
otherwise use County funds to pay for, any of the costs of construction of the improvements 
described in Amended Exhibit A-2 to Reference Document No. 1 (Glossary and Schedules 
1, 2, 3 and 4), it being the intent of this Local Law that such improvements will be paid for 
from PILOT payments allocated therefore or the proceeds of bonds issued by SIDA and that 
the County will not be required to issue debt for such improvements. 


Section 9. In all other respects Local Law No. 2-01 as amended by Local Law No. 3-02 
shall remain in full force and effect in its entirety. 


Section 10. The amendments to Local Law No. 2-01 as amended by Local Law No. 3-02 
provided for by this Local Law are conditioned upon the adoption of an Ordinance by the City of 
Syracuse adopting Amended Exhibit A-2 (Glossary and Schedules 1, 2, 3 and 4) to Reference 
Document No. 1, which Glossary and Schedules 1, 2, 3 and 4 may be amended prior to the 
adoption of this Local Law without affecting the validity of this Local Law, and is further 
conditioned upon the adoption of an Ordinance by the City of Syracuse adopting Amended 
Reference Document No. 3-A (Payment Agreement) as provided for herein. 


Section 11 . If the City of Syracuse fails to adopt an Ordinance satisfying the conditions 
set forth in the immediately preceding Section 10 of this Local Law, then said Local Law No. 2-
01 , including Exhibit A (Glossary and Schedules 1, 2, 3 and 4) to Reference Document No. 1 and 
Reference Document No. 3, shall remain in full force and effect and shall not be amended hereby. 


Section 12. This local law shall take effect upon filing pursuant to the provisions ·of the 
Municipal Home Rule Law.

A LOCAL LAW REPEALING LOCAL LAW NO. 2-1993, AS AMENDED, WHICH LOCAL 
LAW ESTABLISHED RESIDENCY REQUIREMENTS FOR OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES 


OF ONONDAGA COUNTY 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. PURPOSE: Local Law No. 2 of 1993, as amended, requires officers and 
employees of the County of Onondaga to reside in or become residents of Onondaga County. The 
purpose of this Local Law is to repeal Local Law No. 2 of 1993, as amended, and to require 
officers or employees of Onondaga County to be residents of the County only as may be so 
required by provision of the Onondaga County Charter or the Onondaga County Administrative 
Code, or by any local law, general law or special law, including but not limited to Section 3 of the 
New York Public Officers Law. 


Section 2. Local Law No.2 of 1993, as amended, hereby is repealed. 


Section 3. CONSTRUCTION: Except as expressly stated in Section 2 of this local law, 
nothing herein shall be construed to amend, modify or supercede any provision of the Onondaga 
County Charter or the Onondaga County Administrative Code, or any local law, general law or 
special law, including but not limited to Section 3 of the New York Public Officers Law. 


Section 4. This Local Law shall take effect upon filing pursuant to the provisions of the 
Municipal Home Rule Law.

LOCAL LAW NO.7 -2002 


A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING ONONDAGA COUNTY DEPUTY SHERIFFS TO RESIDE IN 
ONONDAGA COUNTY OR ANY ADJOINING COUNTY WITHIN NEW YORK STATE AND 


SUPERCEDING NEW YORK PUBLIC OFFICERS LAW SECTION 3 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF ONONDAGA, AS 
FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. The purpose of this local law is to supercede New York Public Officers Law Section 
3 to authorize Onondaga County Deputy Sheriffs to reside in Onondaga County or any adjoining county 
within New York State. 


Section 2. In Onondaga County, the provisions of Section 3 of the New York Public Officers 
Law requiring a person to be a resident of the political subdivision or municipal corporation of the state 
for which such person shall be chosen or within which such person's official functions are required to be 
exercised, shall not prevent a person from holding the office of Deputy Sheriff in Onondaga County, 
provided, however, that such person performing the duties and functions of Deputy Sheriff resides in 
Onondaga County or any adjoining county within New York State unless otherwise provided by law. 


Section 3. This Local Law shall take effect upon filing pursuant to the provisions of the 
Municipal Home Rule Law.

LOCAL LAW N0. __ 8 __ 2002 


A LOCAL LAW PROHIBITING THE OPEN CARRY OR DISPLAY OF BOX CUTTERS AND 
UTILITY KNIVES IN COUNTY PUBLIC BUILDINGS 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNTY LEGISLATIJRE OF ONONDAGA COUNTY AS 
FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. Purpose. By Local Law No. 1 of 1983, this Onondaga County Legislature adopted a 
local law prohibiting the open display or carrying of weapons in certain county buildings. In order to 
further protect the health and safety of the citizens and employees of Onondaga County, this Legislature 
finds it to be in the public interest to further prohibit the open display or carrying of box cutters and utility 
knives in certain public buildings of the County of Onondaga. 


Section 2. Definitions. 


A. "County Public Building" shall mean any building owned, occupied, under custody or 
control, or operated by the County of Onondaga, including the following: (1) Onondaga County 
Civic Center; (2) Onondaga County Office Building; (3) Onondaga County Courthouse(s); (4) 
Onondaga County Convention Center; (5) Onondaga County War Memorial, including 
passageways and/or tunnels connecting the aforesaid buildings; (6) Central Branch of the 
Onondaga County Public Library; (7) The building located at 407 South State Street, Syracuse, 
New York; (8) the Onondaga County Justice Center and (9) Rosamond Gifford Zoo at Burnet 
Park. 


B. "Openly carry or display a boxcutter or utility knife" shall mean the possession or 
transportation by any person of a box cutter or utility knife in such a manner that such boxcutter 
or utility knife is visible to persons in the immediate vicinity except where such possession or 
transportation is consistent with an authorized activity or function at the specific county building 
where such possession occurs. 


C. "Box cutter" or "utility knife" shall mean a knife consisting of a razor blade or sharp-edged 
instrument attached to or contained within a plastic, wood or metal housing. 


D. "Person" shall mean any person except a (i) Police Officer, (ii) Sheriff or Deputy Sheriff, (iii) 
Peace Officer as defined in §2.10 of the New York Criminal Procedure Law, or (iv) Security 
Officer where authorized by the County of Onondaga. 


Section 3. Prohibited Conduct. 


A. It shall be unlawful for any person to openly carry or display any box cutter or utility knife in 
any County Public Building. 


B. No person who openly carries or displays a box cutter or utility knife in any County Public 
Building shall refuse to surrender the same at the request of any police officer, sheriff or deputy 
sheriff, peace officer or duly authorized security officer of the County of Onondaga. 


Section 4. General Provisions. 







A. Nothing contained in this local law shall be deemed to authorize the open carry or display of 
any box cutter or utility knife where otherwise prohibited by law, ordinance or resolution. 


B. Nothing herein shall be deemed to preclude any person from openly carrying or displaying a 
box cutter or utility knife in a County Public Building so long as such person is performing work 
on such premises during the course of employment. 


Section 5. Posting. The Onondaga County Commissioner of Facilities Management shall cause 
notice to be posted at the entrance to each County Public Building advising that it is unlawful for 
any person to openly carry or display a box cutter or utility knife. 


Section 6. Penalties. 


Any person who violates the provisions of Section 3, Paragraphs A orB of this local law shall be 
guilty of a misdemeanor punishable by a fine not to exceed one hundred dollars. 


Section 7. Construction. 


If any part or provision of this law or the application thereof to any person or circumstance be 
adjudged invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall be confined in its operation 
to the part or provision or application directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment shall 
have been rendered and shall not affect or impair the validity of the remainder of this law or the 
application thereof to other persons or circumstances. 


Section 8. Effective Date. 


This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing pursuant to the Municipal Home Rule 
Law. 
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LOCAL LAW NO. 9 - 2002 


A LOCAL LAW AMENDING LOCAL LAW NO. 6-1997 AS AMENDED TO MODIFY THE 
BOUNDARIES OF AN EMPIRE ZONE 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. By Local Law No. 6-1997 this Legislature authorized an application for the 
designation of an Economic Development Zone relative to certain land within Onondaga County. 


Section 2. That the County of Onondaga has received Economic Development Zone approval 
from New York State. 


Section 3. By Local Law No. 2-1999, adopted on December 21, 1998, the Economic 
Development Zone was expanded. 


Section 4. By Local Law No. 12-1999, adopted on December 20, 1999, the Economic 
Development Zone was expanded a second time. 


Section 5. By Local Law No. 3-2001, adopted February 5, 2001, the Economic Development 
Zone, now known as the Empire Zone, was expanded a third time. 


Section 6. By Local Law No. 11-2001, adopted October 1, 2001, the Empire Zone was 
expanded a fourth time. 


Section 7. By Local Law No. 2-2002, adopted January 2, 2002, the Empire Zone was expanded 
a fifth time. 


Section 8. It is the desire of this Legislature to authorize an application to revise the Empire 
Zone to include 80.05 +/- acres located in the Towns of Cicero, Clay, DeWitt, Elbridge, Geddes, 
Lysander, Manlius, Salina and Skaneateles and Van Buren and delete 7.27 +/-acres located in the Towns 
of Cicero, Manlius and Skaneateles. 


Section 9. The County of Onondaga is hereby authorized to submit an application to revise the 
Empire Zone to include the properties described in Section 10 of this Local Law and delete properties 
described in Section 11 of this Local Law. 


Section 10. The boundary ofthe Empire Zone as described in Local Law No. 6-1997, Local Law 
No. 2-1999, Local Law 12-1999, Local Law 3-2001, Local Law 11-2001 and Local Law 2-2002 shall be 
expanded to include the properties generally described as follows:
